Stuttering is a speech disorder in which the flow of speech is disrupted by involuntary repetitions and prolongations of sounds,  
syllables, words or phrases as well as involuntary silent pauses or blocks in the production of sound. Almost 70 million people  

(less than 1%) of the world’s population have a stutter with some receiving therapy but there is no cure for the disorder at present.

Patience and understanding without judgement  
can show a small act of kindness in someone’s day. 
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What you are about to experience is a work of fiction and based on the personal interpretation  
of one individual. This is not intended as a definitive representation of the human mind or a  
speech impediment such as a Stutter. Each person can experience a speech impediment or  

disability in many different ways and levels of severity in multiple situations and stages of life.

To participate in this experience you will need to physically grab and make sentences using the 
words floating around you. To start the experience grab and place the word ‘Hello’ to start the 

conversation. The sentences you make are based on what you can hear.
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
